In10 games with the Senators,
Bradshaw hits .217 (5-for-23) with

¢ two doubles and six runs batted in

10 games. Defensively Bradshaw
commits two errors in 24 chances
and allows seven stolen bases in
eight attempts.

A veteran of World War 11 and the

Korean conflict, Bradshaw fashions
a.310 batting average in 905
minor league games over nine
seasons with 1,046 base hits and
59 home runs. In 1949 with the
Statesville Owl, Bradshaw hits .342
and ties for the league lead in base
hits with 169.

A father of nine children, Brad-
shaw owns a car dealership prior
to his death at the age of 70 on
November 4, 1994, in Henderson-
ville, North Carolina.
