The last-place Philadelphia Athletics 
snap a three-game losing streak defeat-
ing the visiting New York Yankees 8-2 in 
front of 23 loyal and rain-soaked fans in 
Shibe Park.

According to a report in the New York 
Sun, most of the fans “came in on 
coupons.” 

A severe thunderstorm sweeps over the 
Philadelphia area just before game time soaking the field with a heavy rain and 

causing a one-hour delay for the 
first pitch. With the field “covered 
in mud”, the game begins with 
more ball players in attendance 
than fans.

Right-hander Elmer Myers scat-
ters 10 hits and strikes out eight 
en route to improving his record 
to 12-20, which includes three 
wins against the Yankees. Left 
fielder Wally Schang is 3-for-5 
with a pair of home runs, includ-
ing a first inning grand slam, and 
five RBIs for the Mackmen, who 
improve to 30-101 (.229).
