Finch goes Deep then ReleasedJune 10, 1934

Former Guilford (N.C.) College star 
Jesse Finch homers and rookie pitcher 
Nate Andrews, fresh off the campus 
of the University of North Carolina, 
makes his professional baseball debut 
striking out three and walking two in 
Greensboro’s 7-3 complete game win 
over the Richmond Colts in a six-inning 
game shortened by rain.

A day later, Patriots’ manager Bobby 
Rice announces that Finch has been 
released for make room for recently 
acquired shortstop Justin Stein.

Finch is hitting .216 with four doubles, 
one triple and a home run in 15 games since being 
signed on May 24. 

Stein, a future major leaguer with the Phillies and Reds 
in 1938, goes 2-for-5 in his Patriots’ debut in a 7-2 win 
over the Norfolk Stars.
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
