Lethbridge’s O’Brien allows only six hits and 
strikes out 13 in out-dueling Macleod’s Spud 
Murphy who also strikes out 13 and allows 
only five hits.

In its’ first year of existence, the four-team 
independent circuit has franchises in Fort 
Macleod, Lethbridge, Pincher Creek and 
Taber. The league disbands following the 
1908 season and does not resume playing 
again until 1923.

brandon, manitoba
The Brandon Angels, behind the five-hit 
pitching of M.C. Smith, defeats the visiting 
Duluth White Sox 5-0 in the first game of 
a five-game Northern (D) League series. 
Smith, a Northern League veteran, strikes 
out seven and walks one en route to picking 
up one of his 13 wins on the season.
