Paducah ended the Kitty League
season today by dropping a double
header to Daris, the first game 17
to 5 and the sccond game 3 to IL.
Farris nnd Nary were pounded for
20 hits In the first game. An agree-
ment of five Innings was made for
the recond game, but neither side
scorcd untll the sixth.

neither team scores until the sixth inning when the Travelers push across five

runs for the win.

With the twinbill setback, Paducah ends the second half of the Kitty League
season with a 7-50 record. Overall, the Indians (who go through four managers
during the course of the season) finish 39-73, including a respectable 32-2

mark in the first half.
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
