steal of home when 
Millers catcher Con-
rad drops the ball.

Stockton’s William “Doc” Moskiman, an 
ex-medical student, is the hard luck-
loser allowing only the unearned run 
on five hits. Brown, a 21-game winner 
in the Pacific Coast League two years 
earlier, will finish the 1907 season with 
a 24-6 mark, accounting for 63 percent 
of the Cordovas’ 38 wins.
