One week later on August 24, the game’s results are simply
erased when the National Baseball Commission upholds a protest by the last-place

New York Giants.

option on the lefty pitcher that had yet to expire when he was sold to the Corsairs.

The Cubs and Pirates eventually play a doubleheader on September 4, instead of a the
single game that was originally scheduled. Chicago wins the first game 5-2 before Pitts-
burgh rebounds to capture the second game, which is the rematch of the disqualified
game of August 17, by a 2-to-1 score. In 15 major league seasons, Benton is 150-144 with

23 shutouts and a 3.09 ERA.
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
